The burglary charges are associated with the car break-ins and the larceny 3™
degree charge relates to the stolen motor vehicle.

They were held on $50,000 dollar bonds and were arraigned at GA5 in Derby
today (September 23, 2010).

In addition, Young is a suspect in the earlier reported Homestead Avenue / Derby-
Ansonia Hilltop area car break-ins in which another motor vehicle was stolen and
recovered in New Haven. The Derby and Ansonia Police Departments are
working on the investigation and expect charges soon.
